Description:
Environmental issues and mitigation strategies are among the most important topics of our

time. Individual awareness and behaviour as well as economic developments and political
decisions are linked to environmental deterioration, and in turn have severe impacts on the
society. Using analytical and empirical tools, social sciences can play a key role for identifying
and disentangling different pathways through which individual awareness and behaviour,
social and economic structures, geographical patterns, and political actions are linked to
environmental issues. In this workshop, we want to connect environmental research from
sociology, economics, psychology, geography, political sciences, communication
studies, education, and related environmental social sciences. Possible topics include

We especially appreciate contributions from researchers in an early stage of their career. The

number of participants is limited to 25. The workshop is organized like a “mini conference”, and
participants will present and discuss their research (20 min talk and 10 min Q&A).

The workshop takes place at the Department of Social Sciences at the University of Bern,
Switzerland from Wednesday 26.08.2020 15:30 to Friday 28.08.2020 13:30. We will have a
workshop dinner at Restaurant Rosengarten on Thursday evening with a scenic view of the
historic city of Bern (a UNESCO World Heritage site). The workshop fee including provisions
for coffee breaks, lunch and the workshop dinner is 45 EUR / 49 CHF. Furthermore, we are
happy to provide special conditions for accommodation in some hotels downtown Bern. Details



will be available upon registration. Due to funding from the Academy of Sociology, we are also
able to provide a limited number of travel grants (300 EUR each) for young researchers without
other funding opportunities.

1 page) describing your research
project to envisoc@nuffield.ox.ac.uk before 15 May 2020. If you want to apply for the travel
grant, please submit a separate document (max. 1 page) outlining why you are an excellent
candidate and entitled to benefit. Applicants will be informed about the outcome of their
submission in late May. The preliminary program will be announced in late May by the time the
registration opens.
